HEART’S DEEPEST LONGING

We’ve been discussing keeping our hearts united to Christ’s
Heart, in which we find happiness, fulfillment, and our
complete satisfaction. Our hearts are a powerful thing, they
contain within them either life or death. Therefore, it is up to
us to keep them safe for Christ. The greatest gift we can offer to
Christ – and is most pleasing to Him – is to give our whole
heart irrevocably to Him.
